DEFIBRILLATOR PROGRAM

Our parish has been approved by the Racine Area
Public Access Defibrillator Program (PAD) as a
location for a portable defibrillator unit. Half of the
cost of the defibrillator unit and the cost of parish
member training will be covered by PAD.

Sacred Heart will be responsible for half of the cost
of the defibrillator unit ($1,000) and we have already
received some donations and are asking fellow
parishioners to contribute towards the remaining
balance as well as for ongoing expenses for supplies
and maintenance.

We have living proof in our parish these defibrillator
units can be invaluable. Donations can be sent to the
parish office indicating it is for the defibrillator
program.

We are required to ensure we have trained
individuals to operate this device. Scheduled classes,
of which you only need to attend one, are 6-9 pm on
the following Tuesdays: Oct. 14, Nov. 14, and Dec.
9, or 8:30-11:30 am on the following Saturdays:
Oct. 25; Nov. 22; or Dec. 27. If you are willing to
be trained, contact Dale Slaasted (637-8059, leave a
message if no answer) with your name, phone
number, and address, as well as the date you are
interested.

Dear Parishioners

Adult education is one of those things that comes up whenever we are planning or goal setting or
complaining. We don’t have enough opportunities, it seems, but when opportunities are offered the
response is often disappointing. That’s one of the reasons we double up as in the case of sacramental
programs provided by the parish. In our Archdiocese they are frequently joint efforts, e.g. parents
along with their children and parents working with their children at home. Another way in our busy
lives is to provide an alternative to the cell phone while driving and that is playing a CD, hence
Lighthouse Catholic Media for a mere $3.00 now available in the church vestibule. Some of our
parishioners already use Relevant Radio, the Catholic stations beaming around us. We have wonderful
Catholic newspapers and magazines that are a common source of learning on the run. The bottom line
is that we have to know our faith as well as observe it or as the penny catechism put it: “Why am I in
this world?” Answer: “To know love and serve God in this world and be happy with him forever in
the next.” How can we know unless we be taught and how can we be taught unless someone teaches
and how can someone teach unless he or she be formed, called and sent. Catholics must not be
ignorant of their faith in the world in which we live. There are a lot of loopy ideas out there, a false
prophet on every corner. The word the Catholic Church teaches is the one handed on to us from the
beginning by the Word, Jesus Christ, the Incarnate Son of God, who suffered, died and rose from the
dead to free us from eternal death and share with us eternal life. That’s something worth knowing,

studying and praying about to be sure.
