February 25 is first day of 2009

Lenten season
The 2009 Lenten season begins with the February 25
observance of Ash Wednesday. Regulations
pertaining to fast and abstinence are printed below.
The Catholic Church asks each member to preserve
the penitential character and purpose of Lent.
For this reason:
a) Catholics who have celebrated their
14th birthday are bound to abstain from
meat on Ash Wednesday and each Friday
of Lent;
b) Catholics who have celebrated their
18th birthday, in addition to abstaining
from meat, should fast on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday.
Hence, on those days they should eat
only one full meal. Smaller quantities of
food may be taken at two other meals,
but no food should be consumed at other
times during those two days. The
obligation of fasting ceases with the
celebration of one’s 59th birthday.
Catholics should not lightly excuse themselves from
these prescribed minimal penitential practices.

Dear Parishioners

Almsgiving is one of the components of Lenten observance. St. Maximus, Confessor (+662), gives us
his take on that in one of his writings in Matins of the Divine Office last Sunday. “Jeremiah warns us:

Do not say: ‘We are the Lord’s temple.’

Neither should you say: ‘Faith alone in our Lord Jesus Christ

can save me.” By itself faith accomplishes nothing. For even the devils believe and shudder. No, faith
must be joined to an active love of God which is expressed in good works. The charitable man is
distinguished by sincere long-suffering service to his fellow man; it also means using things aright” (On
Charity). Maximus and his two disciples (both named Athanasius) had their tongues and right hands
lopped off and Maximus eventually died of his wounds. He is not classed as a martyr; perhaps too much
time elapsed between acquiring his wounds and dying of them!
