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WEEKLY REFLECTION 
 

Why do we begin the Sundays of ordinary time with 

a Gospel reading from John? 
 

Ordinary time (numbered Sundays) begins when the 

Christmas season ends with the feast of the Baptism 

of the Lord and continues until Ash Wednesday. It 

picks up again after Pentecost. 
 

Traditionally, the manifestations of Jesus to the 

world are encompassed in the epiphany mystery 

broadly understood. We often think of the epiphany 

as only being the visit of the magi, included as part 

of the Christmas story in Matthew. But the 

manifestation of the Son of God is also celebrated in 

the baptism at the Jordan. The account of changing 

water into wine at the wedding feast of Cana - Jesus' 

first "sign" as recorded in John's Gospel - is also 

celebrated as part of the epiphany mystery, 

manifesting Christ to the world. 
 

With the reorganization of the liturgical calendar and 

the addition of a three-year cycle of readings we now 

have exposure to a greater portion of the Gospels. 

The Second Sunday in Ordinary Time continues the 

focus on the epiphany by proclaiming three different 

public manifestation accounts from John's Gospel. 

Reading from John's Gospel at the beginning or 

ordinary time extends the celebration of the epiphany 

beyond the visit of the magi to the initiation of Jesus' 

public ministry. 
 

In Years A and B the passages focus on John the 

Baptist's role in pointing out Jesus to his disciples 

and to the world. Year C proclaims the wedding 

feast of Cana, Jesus' first openly public miracle as 

recorded in John's Gospel. 

How do you publicly manifest Jesus in your life? 
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Dear Parishioners 
 

Recently there was a discussion that required settling and that was about the Church Law that “requires 

every Catholic to receive the Sacraments of Penance and Holy Communion during the Easter time.”  

That was known affectionately as “The Easter Duty.”  That, of course, is not accurate.  The revision of 

the Code of Canon Law requested by the Council, mandated by Pope Paul VI and promulgated by Pope 

John Paul II requires: “After he has arrived to the years of discretion, every faithful one is held by 

obligation of faithfully confessing his grave sins at least once in a year.” Or in Latin Canon 989 states: 

“Omnis fidelis, postquam ad annos discretionis pervenerit, obligatione tenetur peccata sua gravia, 

saltem semel in anno, fideliter confitendi.”  In mandating the new Code of Canon Law Pope Paul VI 

ordered that its revision be approached in an entirely new spirit.  That doesn’t mean that obligation is 

removed or mortal sin abolished.  In this case it means what common sense tells us, that mortal sin 

should be confessed as soon after it is committed as possible, in the very least once a year, and that the 

Holy Eucharist and any other Sacrament is not to be received until that is done.  The Sacraments and the 

Sacred Scriptures belong to the Church; the Sacraments are regulated by the Church’s authority just as 

the Sacred Scriptures are interpreted under the Church’s authority.
