TRUSTEE ELECTION  
Sacred Heart Parish, Racine, was incorporated accord-

ing to the laws of the State of Wisconsin on October 

31, 1916. The officers of the corporation are the Most 

Reverend Archbishop of Milwaukee, the Vicar Gen-

eral of the Archdiocese, the Pastor, and two lay trus-

tees. 

At this time parishioners are invited to nominate can-

didates for Trustee of the Corporation. Please note 

carefully the nomination procedure. Nominations may 

be made in writing and signed by at least ten practic-

ing communicants of the congregation for each nomi-

nee. All nominations shall be made at least two weeks 

before the election and shall be announced two weeks 

prior to the election. 

Only such persons who are practicing communicants 

of the congregation and have attained the age of 

twenty-five years shall be eligible to nominate and 

vote. Trustees are members of the Parish Council, ex 

officio.  

The term of office is two years.  Nominations are to be 

made by Tuesday, June  8, 2010. 

Election will take place in June. Please submit nomi-

nations to the Parish Office.

The Year of the Priest 
 

The choir was one of the great consolations of life in the seminary.  We worked hard every week to master 

the Gregorian chant propers for the forthcoming Sunday High Mass.  There were Mass ordinaries to learn 

and motets to master.  It was hard work but rewarding and restorative as only beauty can be.  Our music 

included selections from all the great periods of church music.  Some of my favorites, I confess, were 

undoubtedly from the Victorian Romantic period.  We sang the major contemporary composers as well.  

Classical polyphony held a special place with the great Catholic composers like Palestrina, Vittoria, des 

Prez and Lotti.   Father Elmer Pfeil our director also led us into modern trends.  Occasionally we would 

encounter the work of priest-composer Russell Woollen.  As I remember it Woollen’s work was difficult 

and dissonant and brought a raised eyebrow or two at Mass on Sunday. 
 

Father Russell Woollen was born in Connecticut in 1923.  He studied piano with Charles King for ten 

years. At the age of seventeen he entered St. Thomas Seminary in Hartford and was ordained a priest in 

1947.  He received his M.A. in music from Harvard University where he studied with Walter Piston.  He 

did composition studies at the Peabody Conservatory with Nicholas Nabokov and with Nadia Boulanger in 

Paris.  In 1949 my sister and two girl friends met Nadia Boulanger when they were spending a month at the 

Villa Schifanoia in Florence, but I digress.  Father Woollen’s study of Gregorian chant and organ was done 

at the St. Pius X School of Liturgical Music in New York and the Abbey of Solesmes in France.  During 

the summers of 1943-47 he lived with the Trapp Family Singers as performer and private tutor to the 

children.   In 1950 Father Woollen was given the responsibility for liturgical music at Catholic University 

in Washington, DC, where at the same time he earned a master’s degree in Romance languages. 
 

The details above suggest that there just might have been a conflict with such a high-powered music career 

and the Priesthood.  In any event these matters are usually complex.  Father Woollen sought to be relieved 

of his priestly obligations in 1962 and thereafter taught privately in the Washington, DC area where he 

joined the faculty of Howard University.  In his career as a composer he concentrated on all forms of 

religious and secular music.  His achievement includes 15 masses, motets and organ pieces as well as two 

symphonies, two operas, and numerous chamber, choral, vocal and solo works.  A major work, In 

Martyrum Memoriam, a cantata in memory of Martin Luther King, Jr. and John and Robert Kennedy, was 

performed by the Chicago Symphony Orchestra and Chorus and broadcast 500 times throughout the United 

States.  The National Symphony Orchestra in Washington, DC premiered his “Toccata for Orchestra” and 

“Symphony No. 2.”  His opera “The Decorator” was produced at Catholic University and televised 

nationally on NBC.  Russell Woollen was a priest and a gifted performer, composer, professor, conductor 

and fluent linguist.  He also has the distinction of being the Godfather of our parishioner Claudette 

Kolosowski.  Russell Woollen was a close friend of her father John Stephens who is a conductor/composer 

in the Washington, DC area.   Russell Woollen died on March 16, 1994.
