FOURTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
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WEEKLY REFLECTIONS 
We do not grow in our discipleship by  ourselves. 
When Jesus sent the disciples out, he sent them 
two by two. No matter where we are in life, we 
always have a need for others who are also 
committed to this journey. We need to have 
someone who can work with us and share the 
load. We need someone to help us see more 
clearly what we are being called to do and get us 
back on track when we start to wander. Do you 
have someone who you can talk to about your 
journey?

GOSPEL LIVING  July Focus - Discipleship 
We are called to be disciples; but, what does that 
really mean? What is a disciple suppose to do? 
Our “job” is to spread the Good News – the 
message of the Love of God. That seems straight 
forward enough until you consider how to do it. 
Not everyone can become a missionary or a great 
preacher. Most of us have all we can do to 
support and care for our own families. Who has 
the time or the skills to really be a disciple? We 
need missionaries and preachers to spread the 
Good News; but, that is not the only way to be a 
disciple. How we live our ordinary, daily life 
gives witness to the message. How we care for 
our family, how we treat the stranger, and how 
we help the poor “speaks” the message to those 
we encounter. We are not perfect and we are 
constantly growing in our understanding of how 
to truly love others as God loves us. The more we 
can allow God’s love to direct our actions, the 
more we give witness and spread the Good News. 
We need the support of others who are committed 
to this mission. We need to encourage each other, 
to help us see areas we need to grow in, and to 
keep us focused on our mission. While we get 
some support through Sunday Mass, we need 
more than that. We need to discuss our faith and 
struggles with others; whether it is a formal group 
(like a Bible Study group) or individual friends 
we can talk to about such things. We need to keep 
growing in our knowledge of our faith. An annual 
retreat is great; but, not practical for most people. 
However, we all have access to books and the 
Bible. Take time to read things that will help you 
grow in your faith and deepen your understanding 
of discipleship. Ask others to suggest books/
resources they have found helpful. Read a little 
daily – small bites – and ask the Holy Spirit to 
help you see what these readings may mean for 
your life and discipleship.
