TRUSTEE ELECTION

Sacred Heart Parish, Racine, was incorporated accord-
ing to the laws of the State of Wisconsin on October
31, 1916. The officers of the corporation are the Most
Reverend Archbishop of Milwaukee, the Vicar Gen-
eral of the Archdiocese, the Pastor, and two lay trus-
tees.

At this time parishioners are invited to nominate can-
didates for Trustee of the Corporation. Please note
carefully the nomination procedure. Nominations may
be made in writing and signed by at least ten practic-
ing communicants of the congregation for each nomi-
nee. All nominations shall be made at least two weeks
before the election and shall be announced two weeks
prior to the election.

Only such persons who are practicing communicants
of the congregation and have attained the age of
twenty-five years shall be eligible to nominate and
vote. Trustees are members of the Parish Council, ex
officio.

The term of office is two years. Nominations are to be
made by Tuesday, June 8, 2010.

The Year of the Priest

In the fall of 1984, I was on sabbatical in Florence in graduate study at the Villa Schifanoia. It was at that
time the unsettling news came that Father Jerzy Popielusko had been murdered. He was one of the
Solidarity heroes in the Polish resistance to the Communist government. Father Popieluszko was in fact
the chaplain for the Solidarity Union; he had been beaten and thrown into a car trunk and then into a canal
to drown. Later it was learned that Polish secret service agents had done the deed. It was quite upsetting to
me personally. I had been to Poland in 1981, that special time after Pope John Paul II's first visit to his
homeland, and there was a strong feeling of freedom; frankly, I felt like I was in Canada. The Soviets had
gotten worried and tough and were exerting tremendous pressure on the Polish government which
eventually was placed under martial law to stop-gap an invasion by the soviet-block countries.

Father Popielusko had two great mentors, the first being his own Archbishop, the Primate of Poland,
Cardinal Stefan Wyszynski, and the Holy Father when he was Archbishop of Cracow. Father Popieluszko
was the vicar of St. Stanislaus Kostka Parish in Warsaw. In his teaching and preaching, especially during
Masses for the homeland, he was courageously faithful to the Gospel and the teachings of the Catholic
Church. He supported human rights, especially the rights of the workers, and defended the notion of
individual human dignity. He upheld patriotism, love of country, an integral part of the virtue of religion as
taught by St. Thomas Aquinas. Chaplain of Solidarity, Father Popieluszko stood with the workers during
their strikes and looked out for families who had members persecuted and imprisoned.

Father Popieluszko reminded his constituents that social and political action must always be in the common
good. Solidarity was more than a workers union; from the beginning it was a national movement beginning
with 10,000 people. One can understand why the soviets were worried. It was the first time the Catholic
Church united directly with workers. Archbishop Wyszynski had been imprisoned from 1953 to 1956. 1
remember him as my candidate for pope in the 1958 consistory that elected Pope John XXIII. Cardinal
Wyszynski systematically worked with the Communist government where he could do so in conscience
and held the line wherever possible. He taught a “theology of the nation” to reinforce Polish identity, their
right to practice their religion and to organize for social activity. He played a marvelous game of good-cop
-bad-cop with the Communist government with himself as bad cop and Archbishop Wojtila of Cracow,
later Pope John Paul II, as good cop. Under Pope John XXIII, and especially under Pope Paul VI, the
Vatican itself adopted the Wyszynski tack. It acquired the name Ost-politik, and Cardinal Wyszynski with
great determination and patience was its inspiration. That was the beginning of the movement that brought
the breakup of the soviet system with Pope John Paul II’s visit to his homeland in 1979, as the end of the
beginning. Pope John Paul II, the Regan-Bush administrations along with Margaret Thatcher of the United
Kingdom brought about the beginning of the end and the end in 1989.

Father Jerzy (George in Polish) Popieluszko was the 37 year-old martyr-priest who kept the inspiration and
determination of the Polish people alive in the final years. 400,000 people attended his funeral. 17 million
have visited his tomb. On October 19 of every year a 24-hour vigil is held to commemorate the date of his
death in 1984. He is inscribed forever in Polish history and will be inscribed in the book of the saints with

his beatification in Warsaw’s central square on June, 6 of this year.
