Dear Parishioners

Tuesday is St. Patrick’s Day, one of the glimmers of spring on the way. Here is what the Liturgy of the
Hours says about St. Patrick in the introduction to his feast day: “Saint Patrick was born in Great Britain
about the year 385. As a young man he was captured and sold as a slave in Ireland where he had to
tend sheep. Having escaped from slavery, he chose to enter the priesthood, and later, as a bishop, he
tirelessly preached the Gospel to the people of Ireland where he converted may to the faith and
established the Church. He died at Down in 461.” St. Patrick loved the Irish and became their
missionary and bishop. When I review my own Irish connection, not one of blood but in spirit, I recall
my mother’s closest friend, Rose Kearns who became my godmother and the maid of honor at her
wedding Mary Whelan. My dad’s best man was Bill Higgins and the priest who married them was Fr.
John Naughton. I’ll be buried next to him. My sister Mary’s closest college friend is Catherine Garvey
and my brothers buddies from high school were Bill Carroll and Jim Carolyn. Bill Whelan was a close
friend of mine in the seminary as well as those named Scully, Kelly and Corcoran in the parishes where
I served. We are all bid Godspeed to a true friend in Archbishop Dolan as he moves to the Big Apple.

Thank God for Irish friends; like St. Patrick you don’t have to be Irish to love and appreciate them.
