Dear Parishioners 
  
The School year is off to a great start.  John Paul II Academy is operating with fewer students than 

budgeted and so there are some changes.  Two years ago we went through a year-long process referred 

to as the Racine School Task Force.  It came up with a recommendation and a plan for the consolidation 

of our schools.  While it generated much enthusiasm and support when push came to shove some were 

not ready to act.  This past year the Catholic High Schools of Racine and Kenosha spearheaded a 

demographic study which likewise recommends the consolidation of our schools so that better salaries 

can be offered to teachers, special programs offered to students and a high quality operation set in 

place.  The study also indicates that in the Racine area there are people ready to pay the tuition for high 

quality.   Grant-giving organizations are prepared to put their money only where success is a goal.  

When the Catholic school principals are working together and the Racine Catholic school committees 

are working together and parent organizations are working together with consolidation in mind, the goal 

will be achieved for the community.  Change will come about only through concerted action by lay 

people in this regard.  The demographic facts are in hand to support the good instincts of the Task Force 

year of hard work.
