The Year of the Priest

Fr. Lawrence Dobson was ordained in September of 1945 and his first assignment was that of assistant
pastor at St. Edward’s. He was joined the following June by Fr. Mueller and for the first time there were
two assistant priests at St. Ed’s. Father Dobson had long experience in the secular world before going to
the seminary. He was 49 at the time of his ordination and four years older than the pastor, Fr. Richard
Schaeffer. He was a kind man and along with Fr. Mueller the kids in school enjoyed his weekly
appearances in the classroom. Assistant priests in those days had assigned classes in the school; they heard
confessions of the entire student body every month along with the Pastor on the Thursday before First
Friday, made regular Communion calls to shut-ins on the First Friday and usually were placed in charge of
one of the youth activities, scouts and sports. They gave instructions in the faith to converts, and perhaps,
helped prepare couples for marriage. 1 say perhaps because the one thing they didn’t do was anything that
was the Pastor’s prerogative. The part we weren’t aware of then was that they also scrubbed the floors and
did any number of manual things that helped the operation of the parish. They prayed their office in public
walking up and down the playground and made hospital visits as assigned. Father Dobson was a kind, kind
man, worldly wise, shrewd and prudent. He taught Church History in sophomore year at St. Catherine’s so
our paths crossed there. Like Fr. McCormick he was one of my teachers. When I was ordained Fr. Dobson
was the Chaplain at St. Mary’s Hospital. He made sure to book me to sub for him for a week right after my
ordination so he could take a break. There I was introduced to a hospital routine people today would not
believe. After Mass in the chapel very early in the morning one of the Wheaton Franciscan sisters who
owned and staffed the hospital and dressed in her nurse’s white habit would lead me through the halls of
the hospital ringing a small tinkling bell In the room we would find the patient all prepared for Holy
Communion with a white linen communion cloth stretched full-length from chin to toes. Everything was
hushed and quiet and so reverent. It brings tears as I write and think about it. It is a far remove from the
people who come to Sunday Mass today in their underwear to meet the Creator of the World, our Savior in
the incomparable gift of himself in Holy Communion. After the morning routine there was breakfast for
Father in the private dining room in the hospital, finger bowl and all. Fr. Dobson was one more priest who

looked out for me on my way. God love him.
