GOSPEL LIVING September Focus: Wisdom
Wisdom is one of the Gifts of the Holy Spirit.
Unfortunately, it is not the kind of gift we can find
under the Christmas tree. Like all virtues, it requires
work and practice on our part. Just what is
“Wisdom’ — knowledge, intelligence? Certainly
knowledge is helpful. The more we learn about the
world and people the better we can understand how
we got to where we are. Intelligence is not really
related to Wisdom. Your IQ does not reveal how
“wise” you are, only how smart. We all know very
smart people who lack the wisdom to “come in out
of the rain.” Wisdom, the virtue, is a grace from God
and as such there are no tests we need to pass in
order to qualify for it. God’s grace does not
automatically transform us. Rather, it is like a seed
that we have been given and must plant in our hearts.
It must be nourished with our efforts and attention if
it is to grow and bear fruit. If we would nourish our
seed of Wisdom, we must first learn to listen. Listen
to what the Spirit has to say and listen to the people
around us. Listen to things we may not like to hear.
As we listen, we must also reflect and consider what
is good and truthful — what speaks of God’s way and
what speaks of human selfishness. In this way, we
learn what should be kept within our hearts. As we
grow in Wisdom, we are less inclined to judge
harshly or leap to conclusions. We become more
open to others and less focused on our own treasured
ideas. Instead of using our desires to determine what
is good; we look to God’s love and allow that to be
our guide. Wisdom leads to the fruits of the Holy
Spirit: charity, joy, peace, patience, kindness,
goodness,  modesty,  generosity,  gentleness,
faithfulness, self-control, and chastity. The virtue of
Wisdom gives a clarity in our decisions for we are
not constrained by our own ego but are freed to see
things from the view of our loving God.

The Year of the Priest

In June, on the Feast of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, Pope Benedict proclaimed a “Year for Priests”, also referred
to as “The Year of the Priest.” In an issue of the newspaper shortly thereafter Our Sunday Visitor highlighted
several priests who are well known in the secular world as well as the ecclesiastical one. I thought that feature
would become a weekly one throughout the year and was disappointed to see that it has not. Thirty years ago
as an Associate Pastor I wrote several installments in the parish newsletter on “The Hyphenated Priest.”” One
need go no farther than our own state to see how our history delivered outstanding priests: Marquette,
Mazzuchelli, Kundig, Allouez, Inama, and in the Midwest, Hennepin and de Smedt come to mind. I see a
good project for seventh and eighth graders starting to emerge. Sometimes an academic or secular field
brought conflict between the priest and his priestly responsibilities and in other cases there was a serene har-
mony between the two. One of the sad cases was a brilliant priest of our Archdiocese who became successful
in at least five fields that I can come up with in addition to being a very good parish priest. It ended tragically
and as his cousin said at his funeral, “He always built his house on the wrong lot.” 1 will be recalling some of
the priests I respect and admire during this special year. How many states have statues of priests in Statuary

Hall in our nation’s capitol? Who are they and what states do they represent?
