Advent Wreath

One of the strongest symbols of Advent is an
evergreen wreath holding four candles. The circular
wreath is a sign of God’s loving care, which has no
ending. The evergreen branches suggest the
faithfulness of God, which is always alive and fresh.
During the first week of Advent, a single candle is
lighted during daily prayers. Two candles are lighted
during the second week, then three are lighted and
finally four. In this way the light gradually increases as
we move toward the coming of Jesus, the light of the
world. According to tradition, three candles are purple,
while the third Sunday is a bright rose color. It is
meant to lift our spirits, just as the liturgy for that day
tells us to rejoice (gaudete in Latin)! Prepare the way
for Jesus’ coming by going to confession, praying the
rosary, visiting the sick, helping with chores and take
an ornament from the Advent Giving Tree. “Come
Lord Jesus”

The Year of the Priest

Last week I wrote about a world-famous Augustinian priest, Fr. Gregor Johann Mendel. Today I want to
spend a few words on a family-famous Augustinian priest who had a decided influence on me, Fr. Cyril
Lawrence Smetana. Father Cyril was a cousin of mine, a second-cousin to be exact but because our
mothers were both reared to some extent by their grandmother they were a lot more like sisters and the
Smetanas more like our first cousins. Both of our mothers went by the name Marie after their
grandmother; Cyril’s mother lost her mother at the age of two and my mother lost her father when she was
six. Lawrence, his baptismal name, was very bright and a talented singer and musician. He was organist
and choir director at St. Rita’s as a teenager and pretty much under the wing of the Augustinian Fathers.
He went through St. Catherine’s High School and then entered the Augustinian Order in 1942 and took
Cyril as his religious name. He did his novitiate at Monastery, Nova Scotia, where he professed his vows
on September 29, 1943. After obtaining his undergraduate degree from Manhattan College in New York,
Cyril pursued theological studies at St. Francis Seminary in Milwaukee while living at St. Rita’s Monastery
here in Racine. He professed solemn perpetual vows on September 29, 1945 and was ordained to the
Priesthood at St. John’s Cathedral, Milwaukee on June 18, 1946. That’s pretty much where he entered my
life. I attended his first Mass as a nine year old and the memory lingers on. I was at a number of the
wedding receptions of his brothers and sisters with my mother and dad and generally kept in touch with Fr.
Cyril ever since. Father Cyril belongs to that relatively ethereal band of world scholars of Old and Middle
English having obtained both his M.A. and Ph.D. degrees at Fordham University, New York. He taught for
years at York University in Toronto while conducting retreats and serving several terms as Provincial of his
Order at Mary Lake, Ontario. My parents, grandfather and I visited Fr. Cyril in Ottawa, Canada, in 1953.
Fr. Cyril was largely responsible for founding a new Augustinian parish there at St. Austin Heights which
became St. Augustine’s Parish. Ottawa impressed me as a teenager that Coronation year and found me
back there for graduate studies sixteen years later. Father Cyril was a recognized scholar in his field. His
last work was a critical edition of John Capgrave’s Life of St. Augustine published by the Pontifical Institute
of Medieval Studies, Toronto. There’s much more to his resume but my point here is that he was a good,
humble and holy person and first, last and always a priest. He enjoyed high respect in the academic world
and world-wide among his colleagues in his field where he always wore his black suit and collar. He kept
tabs on family here in Racine as much as he could and we did the same for each other throughout the years.
I visited him in Toronto two years before he died. He is buried in the Parish Cemetery in King City,

Ontario, near another holy and esteemed priest Father Henri Nouwen.
