The Year of the Priest

At the opening of our Deacon year, our last year before Ordination, it was announced that a priest was
coming to the seminary to live in residence “for health reasons.” Once the priest had moved in it was soon
announced that he would be teaching Sacramental Theology and Homiletics. That meant that we Deacons
would have him for both. The professor of Theology, Monsignor John Schulien, let it be known that he
would not sit still teaching all the courses while we had an internationally known theologian in residence.

Father John Lawrence Murphy came ostensibly because he had a serious case of colitis that flared up
during his four years teaching in the Religious Education Department of Catholic University. Our Church
History professor, Monsignor Peter Leo “Doc” Johnson, announced in our class that Father Murphy was
the smartest man ever to have gone through St. Francis Seminary in its over 100 year history.

John Lawrence Murphy was born in Racine in 1924. He attended St. Rose School and St. Catherine’s High
School. From boyhood he took piano lessons from Sister Cletus at the Racine Dominican Convent. She
concluded early on that he was Julliard caliber and coached him along those lines. As a child he was
diagnosed with a chronic heart ailment that in adult life was determined to be a patent ductus arteriosuhe
procedure for which was only developed in the late 30°s at Peter Bent Brigham Hospital in Boston. While
at St. Catherine’s John Murphy decided he wanted to be a priest, a Jesuit priest, but was rejected because of
his health problem. He was accepted by Monsignor Groessel at St. Francis Seminary where he would
complete all four years of college and four years of theological studies. By the end of his Deacon year he
had written a book inspired by Monsignor Meyer’s lectures on the Mystical Body, The Living Christ,
which became a Bruce Publishing best seller. John Lawrence Murphy was ordained in 1949. He had his
First Mass in Racine at St. Rose and the city-wide Holy Name Choir sang. My brother Dave was in that
choir.

Needless to say our Deacon class was thrilled to have a terrific new professor. He taught theology from an
historical perspective. His unifying principle was that the Church has always been part of the times in
which she lived gearing her witness, often as a sign of contradiction, precisely to those times. He taught us
our last gasp at homiletics from the principle that if you truly understand a concept you can preach it on any
level. In other words he had us preach to each other, not pretending we were talking to this group or that
group as had been done every year throughout our previous training.

After ordination Father Murphy spent the next five years at St. Thomas Parish in Milwaukee. While there
he had surgery in Boston to correct his heart problem. When Albert Gregory Meyer was named the new
Archbishop on the death of Archbishop Kiley one of his first acts was to send Fr. Murphy for advanced
study to Rome. Before leaving Milwaukee Father Murphy completed two more books, In the Image of
Christ and The Mass and Liturgical Reform. In giving his Imprimatur for the later Archbishop Meyer
stated he did not agree with Father Murphy’s views on use of the vernacular in the Mass. In Rome Father
Murphy wrote his doctoral dissertation on Scripture and Tradition that is quoted in the likes of Yves
Congar and J. R. Geiselmann. His work both on Scripture and Tradition and use of the vernacular in the
liturgy figured in to the discussions leading up to the Second Vatican Council. John L. Murphy was not a

peritus at the Council but his influence was present. To be continued. j M &W
