The Year of the Priest  
 

In 1962, Pope John XXIII introduced one of his innovations that cardinals who were not already bishops 

must be consecrated bishops.  In 1970, Pope Paul VI decreed that cardinals from the age of eighty lose the 

right to participate in papal elections.  The revised Code of Canon Law, initiated by Pope Paul VI and 

promulgated by Pope John Paul II in 1983, specifies that those chosen by the Pope to be cardinals are to 

have at least been ordained priests.  In this century, Pope Benedict XVI made Father Avery Dulles a 

cardinal respecting his wish not to be consecrated a bishop bringing things back full circle.  Hence the 

subject of this brief profile is Father Joseph Cardijn who spent 61 years of his life as a priest and only two 

of those as a bishop and cardinal.  His life and service to the Church was in his role as a priest.  Joseph 

Cardijn, the champion of the working class and great priest of the 20th century, was born in a suburb of 

Brussels, Belgium, on November 13, 1882.  In 1897, he entered the minor seminary at Malines.  He was 

painfully aware of his separation from his boyhood friends who wound up in the factories.  In 1903, he 

promised his dying father that he would consecrate his life as a priest “to end the scandal that brings death 

to millions of young workers, separating them from Christ and the Church.”  Joseph Cardijn was ordained a 

priest by the great Cardinal Désiré Mercier in 1906.  While he studied at Louvain and during five years of 

college teaching, Father Cardijn spent his vacations examining working-class conditions in Belgium, 

Germany, France and England.  In 1912, as an assistant priest in a parish church in the suburbs of Brussels 

he got to know the young workers and their conditions at work.  He organized a group of young men and 

women to live out their Catholic faith where they worked.  He developed his technique of showing workers 

how to size up their situation and do something about it.  It follows the simple formula: see, judge and act.  

The presumption is that religion is lived wherever life is found and that every Christian is called to be an 

apostle of Christ. The word today is evangelization.  During World War I Father Cardijn was imprisoned 

by the German occupiers of his country.  Following the war he and his followers sprang back into action.  

Father Cardijn sought and gained the direct approval of Pope Pius XI for his movement and the “Young 

Christian Workers” spread rapidly.  World War II interrupted his work and again he was imprisoned by the 

Germans, the dreaded Gestapo.  He escaped in the mayhem of allied liberation and returned to a passionate 

dedication to the work of justice and peace.  His book on the laity in the front lines of Christian apostolic 

action had an impact at the Second Vatican Council and was published in this country as Laymen in 

Action.  The nationally recognized Cardijn Center in Milwaukee brought his movement to southeastern 

Wisconsin.   Pope Paul VI honored Father Joseph Cardijn for his tremendous achievement by making him a 

cardinal in 1965, setting the tone for future popes to act in a similar way: Father Yves Congar made a 

cardinal by Pope John Paul II and Father Avery Dulles so elevated by Pope Benedict XVI.  Cardinal 

Cardijn died on July 24, 1967.
