The Year of the Priest

Have you ever been to Roxbury, Wisconsin? There are two good reasons for going there, food and the
stomping ground of one of the great priests who brought the Gospel to Wisconsin in the 19" century. His
name was Adalbert Inama, a member of the Norbertine Order. Today you will find a big beautiful Catholic
church in Roxbury and a wonderful German restaurant. I don’t know any other place where you can
munch on crackers and pickled gizzards while choosing your main course. Adalbert Inama was ordained a
priest in the Canons Regular of Premontre (Norbertines) at Wilten Abbey in 1828. In 1843 he answered
the call to serve the German immigrants in America. He left Wilten Abbey at Innsbruck and sailed to New
York where he spent some time. Fr. Inama eventually paid a visit to Chicago and Milwaukee where he
came under the charms of our good friend Father Martin Kundig. He had it his way, however, resisting the
urging of Bishop Henni to establish a Norbertine foundation at Green Bay. A native of the Austro-
Hungarian Empire he probably was well aware that the Hungarian Count Haraszthy was planting vineyards
near the Wisconsin River in the vicinity of today’s Sauk City. By 1845 Father Inama was able to acquire
land in the Sauk City area, thanks to Haraszthy and the Austro-Hungarian Emperor, and picked Roxbury
for a Norbertine Abbey. Despite some priests and brothers who joined him from Wilten Abbey in Austria,
Inama’s project never materialized even though the necessary land and funds were in hand. The active
missionary needs of the area took time and energy away from living a common life to which the Canons
and Brothers of St. Norbert were accustomed. Father Adalbert Inama soon put the Racine Dominican
sisters in charge of the school where they taught the parish children for many years. He chose for himself
the life of a hermit. Father Bernard Pennings would realize a Norbertine foundation at DePere, Wisconsin,
at the end of the 19th the century. Today at Roxbury you can see St. Norbert’s church, visit the grave of
Father Adalbert Inama, priest and hermit, toast him with a good German Beer or one of the fine Wisconsin
wines of the region at the Dorf Haus restaurant and contemplate our wonderful Wisconsin Catholic

heritage. Be sure to have a pickled gizzard. And you thought oysters were a challenge.
