8 Ways We Can Help Nurture Vocations

Vatican II taught us that, through our Baptism, we all
are called to holiness. Each of us must nurture our
vocation and others’ vocations. This applies in a spe-
cial way to encouraging priestly and religious voca-
tions, whether we be parents, grandparents, uncles and
aunts or mentors. Here’s how:

Be faith-filled people. Pray for guidance in decisions,
and seek to deepen your relationship with God. Let
Christian values guide you.

Be Generous and of service to others.

Pray. Let the children see you pray and pray with
them in ordinary and extraordinary circumstances.

Share faith. Talk with children about how faith affects
your life.

Make and demand sacrifice. Help children see both
by example and by what you expect of them that a
holy and happy life involves sacrifice.

Stay in touch. Get to know priests and religious by
interaction with them as opportunities arise so that you
are comfortable with them and understand their com-
mitment.

Educate. Teach children you know about the option of
a call to religious life or priesthood as well as the call
to marriage or single life.

The Year of the Priest

With the fall of Granada in 1492 the Moors were expelled from Spain ending a rule of over seven hundred
years. It was that same year that Isabella took Columbus under her wing beginning the Spanish
colonization of the Americas. With the union of the houses of Aragon and Castile under Fernando and
Isabella, Spain would rise to its golden age in the 16" century. During the reign of Charles V the Spanish
empire extended into every quarter of the world. It included vast territories on the two American
continents, Africa, and Asia, and extended over half of Europe. Most people who have had a brush with
history or who remember Racine’s Academy Award winning actor Fredric March in the movie (he was a
Racine High School classmate of my mother’s) know the story of Columbus and Isabella but no one seems
to remember the priest. St. Edward School took us to the Venetian Theater to see March as Christopher
Columbus 1 don’t remember if Father Juan Perez made an appearance in that 1949 British film. Over a
period of five years Columbus made his case to the Court of Spain. There were always reasons to reject his
proposal: outright rejection of the idea, lack of money and the on-going war against the Moors. After the
fall of Granada Columbus made one last attempt and was again rejected. Travelling with his young son a
discouraged Columbus stopped at the Franciscan Monastery of La Rabida to spend the night. They were
on their way to Cordoba and from there out of Spain. The prior of La Rabida was Father Juan Perez. He
and Columbus talked through the night while the boy rested. Father Perez was impressed with Columbus
and the next morning made his way to the court of Isabella where he had ready access serving the Queen as
chaplain, counselor and confessor. He laid out the case for Columbus and rallied his friends there for
support. He encouraged the great Queen to reconsider Columbus’ proposal amid all of her domestic
concerns for consolidating the newly united kingdom. Queen Isabella recalled Columbus and by April 30,
1492 an agreement was signed. Columbus was assigned three ships and on August 3, 1492 he and his crew
set sail from the port of Palos. Father Juan Perez accompanied Columbus on his second voyage. He
offered the first Mass in the new world on Hispaniola the island shared today by Haiti and the Dominican
Republic. Within a few short years there would be the first new world city, Santo Domingo (1496), the
first university (1511 — 125 years before Harvard) and the first cathedral (1514). Remember King
Fernando and Queen Isabella and Christopher Columbus but don’t forget the Franciscan priest Padre Juan

Perez.
