The Year of the Priest

Father Mel Breit died last Saturday evening after a three-month bout with aggressive cancer. He is known
here at Sacred Heart by those who remember him as a teacher at St. Catherine’s High School helping
Father Klas on weekends and for five months prior to his appointment to the faculty of Thomas More High
School in Milwaukee. As it turned out we were best friends in the Priesthood. Father was a year ahead of
me in the seminary and my only memory of our crossing paths there was a doubles handball game. I don’t
even recall who my partner was let alone who won the game but the time was probably the fall of 1956.
Fast forward to 1964, I was an assistant pastor at St. Rose of Lima in Milwaukee and the assistant pastor at
the neighboring parish St. Michael was Father Mel Breit. I would go over there to visit a classmate and
Mel would offer me a drink and entertain me while I waited for my classmate. Before long Mel and I
would be the ones going out to a movie or some other tame activity. Within the next ten years we had an
opportunity to travel together on several occasions and since he had no sense of direction and I had no
desire to drive on the left side of the road we made a good team. Before ten years had passed, my brother,
a very wise man, observed, “Mel is a true friend.” Indeed he was. But there’s more. Father Mel Breit was
a stitch and the gift of joy was his stock in trade as his countless friends will attest. Many years later I was
sitting with Mel’s mother in the rectory living room and “Father Breit,” as she always referred to him, was
in the kitchen. She had been widowed not long before and was talking about her husband Frank. I asked
her what her husband was like when he was Mel’s age. She said, “He was a nut like that one out there.”
Some people get nervous around a character, especially if the character is a priest and being a character is
out of character with what a lot of people consider a priest should be. Tough bananas! The joy he brought
to those who knew and loved him far out-weighed any “risk” one would take in being his friend. The
Gospels relate that Jesus wept but they never say that he laughed. Mel had the best explanation for that
that I have ever heard: “The Gospels relate what is unique about Jesus not what was commonplace and
ordinary.” Mel was generous, to a fault. Generosity in my book is the number one quality for one who
aspires to be a priest. Mel loved going to auctions and in the process acquired a lot of stuff, but he was
never attached to any of it. An expression of my mother’s, leveled at me incorrectly now and then, fit Mel
all the time: “You throw more out the back door than ten men can bring in the front door.” Mel was
especially good at mocking the pretentions of people. If people invited him for dinner and put on a show of
their china and crystal and silver he would reciprocate and put on his china and crystal and silver and then
smack dab in the middle of the linen-clothed table he would set a half gallon carton of milk and a plastic
tub of margarine. The stories to be told about Father Breit are myriad always producing side-splitting
laughter and the warm glow of joy. Charles Peguy, or one of those French intellectuals, said, “Joy is the
infallible sign of God’s presence.” 1 don’t know what the heck a priest is supposed to do if it isn’t to
increase joy. Our Lord’s first miracle was changing water into wine. Eternal rest grant unto your beloved

priest, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon him. jw &W
